1.2. Ao acessar, navegar, cadastrar-se, contratar, carregar dados, utilizar ou continuar utilizando
qualquer funcionalidade do website ou da plataforma, o usuario declara ter lido, compreendido
e aceitado integralmente estes Termos, a Politica de Privacidade, a Politica de Cookies e
quaisquer termos adicionais, politicas, ordens de servigo, propostas comerciais, contratos de
assinatura, contratos de licenga ou documentos especificos aplicaveis.

9.4. The user is responsible for critically reviewing outputs, validating input data, maintaining
evidence, checking assumptions, consulting qualified professionals and not using Platform
outputs as the sole basis for investment decisions, transactions, certification, registration,
environmental claims, regulatory reporting, financial reporting, public disclosures, audits or legal
obligations.



10. Environmental Assets, Carbon Markets and Climate Claims

10.1. C2050 does not issue, create, register, serialize, transfer, cancel, retire, guarantee,
purchase, sell, broker or custody environmental assets, unless such activity is expressly provided
in a specific agreement and performed in accordance with applicable law and authorizations.

10.2. The availability of information about projects, credits, mitigation outcomes, carbon data,
biodiversity, ecosystem services, MRV, D-MRV, SBCE, CORSIA, Article 6 of the Paris Agreement,
voluntary markets, regulated markets, private standards, registries, ratings, prices, indexes or
benchmarks does not constitute a buy, sell, hold, investment, accounting, tax, regulatory
eligibility, securities, financial product or fiduciary advice recommendation.

10.3. The user must comply with all rules applicable to environmental and climate claims,
including truthfulness, transparency, substantiation, evidence, scope delimitation, traceability,
environmental integrity, double-counting prevention, greenwashing prevention, consumer
protection and disclosure of relevant limitations.

10.4. The user must not use C2050 outputs, materials, dashboards, maps or reports to publicly
disclose expressions such as “carbon neutral,” “net zero,” “zero emissions,” “offset,” “climate
positive,” “high-quality credit,” “SBCE-compliant,” “CORSIA-eligible,” “Article 6-approved,”
“validated,” “verified,” “registered,” “risk-free” or equivalent expressions without independent
evidence, defined scope, applicable methodology, verifiable evidence, identification of
credits/units, retirement/cancellation status, limitations and required approvals.

10.5. The user must indemnify and hold C2050 harmless for claims, publications,
communications, reports, advertisements, transactions, offerings, marketing materials or
environmental statements made by the user or third parties on the basis of improper, incomplete,
altered, decontextualized or unauthorized use of C2050 Content or Platform outputs.

11. Privacy, Data Protection and Cookies

11.1. C2050’s processing of personal data will comply with the Privacy Policy, Cookie Policy,
Brazil’s General Personal Data Protection Law - LGPD, Brazil’s Civil Rights Framework for the
Internet, the European Union General Data Protection Regulation - GDPR, U.S. state privacy laws,
including CCPA/CPRA where applicable, and any other applicable data protection rules, always
considering the context, the location of the data subject, the nature of processing and the role
performed by C2050.

11.2. Depending on the functionality and contractual relationship, C2050 may act as controller,
operator/processor or sub-operator/subprocessor of personal data. When necessary, the parties
must execute a data processing agreement, data processing addendum, standard contractual
clauses, international transfer measures, documented instructions, role matrix, confidentiality
agreement or equivalent instrument.

11.3. The user represents that any personal data provided to C2050 was collected and shared on
a valid legal basis, with adequate transparency, privacy notices, consents where required and
compliance with data subject rights.



11.4. The user must not enter excessive, sensitive or unnecessary personal data in free-text fields,
files, maps, metadata, reports or messages. When the use of personal data is indispensable, the
user must limit information to what is necessary and apply anonymization, pseudonymization,
segregation, access control and security measures compatible with the risk.

11.5. C2050 may use cookies, pixels, tags, identifiers, logs, analytics and similar technologies for
authentication, security, preferences, measurement, improvement, fraud prevention,
performance, support and, where applicable, marketing. Cookie and consent management will
comply with the Cookie Policy and mechanisms made available on the Website.

11.6. Data subject requests, privacy requests, requests to exercise rights, complaints or incident
communications should be sent to c2050@c2050.com

12. Information Security

12.1. C2050 will adopt reasonable technical, administrative and organizational measures to
protect the Website and Platform, considering the nature of the data, the state of the art, the risks
involved and the contracted services.

12.2. No system is fully immune to failures, attacks, interruptions, unavailability, vulnerabilities,
human error, third-party events or security incidents. The user must adopt its own security
measures, including strong passwords, multi-factor authentication when available, authorized-
user controls, permission reviews, backups, device protection and use of secure networks.

12.3. The user may not exploit, disclose or use vulnerabilities and must responsibly report them
to c2050@c2050.com.

13.2. C2050 does not guarantee continuous, uninterrupted, error-free, secure, timely availability
or compatibility with all devices, systems, browsers, networks, versions, integrations or user
requirements, unless an SLA is expressly contracted.

13.3. Support, maintenance, service levels, service credits, maintenance windows, response
times and specific obligations are only enforceable when set out in an applicable agreement,
proposal or statement of work.

14. Intellectual Property and Trademarks

14.1. All rights in the Website, Platform and C2050 Content belong to C2050 or its licensors,
including copyrights, trademarks, trade names, domains, designs, software, code, databases,
methodologies, models, reports, templates, flows, dashboards, maps, images, layouts, trade
dress, know-how, trade secrets and other intellectual property rights.



14.2. Nothing in these Terms authorizes the use of C2050’s trademarks, logos, names, advertising
materials, cases, presentations, reports, certificates, seals orvisualidentity without C2050’s prior
written authorization.

14.3. Suggestions, feedback, improvement requests, comments, ideas or recommendations sent
by the user may be used by C2050 without any obligation of compensation, recognition or
restriction, provided that they do not include confidential information improperly disclosed.

14.4. Notices of intellectual property infringement, including copyright takedown notices, must be
sent to [legal@c2050.com] and include identification of the owner, protected work, allegedly
infringing material, URL or location, good-faith statement, contact details and other necessary
information. For users and content subjectto U.S. law, C2050 may identify a DMCA agent at [agent
details/URL], if applicable.

15. Confidentiality

15.1. The user must keep confidential all credentials, non-public information, private
functionalities, documents, reports, prices, roadmaps, code, models, data, outputs,
methodologies, results, commercial, technical, strategic or business information of C2050,
unless expressly authorized in writing or the information is already public without breach of these
Terms.

15.2. C2050 will treat non-public User Content in accordance with applicable agreements, the
Privacy Policy, reasonable security standards and legal obligations, without prejudice to the use
of aggregated, anonymized or statistical data for improvement, benchmarking, research, security,
audit, development and demonstration of functionalities, provided that such data does not
identify the user or third parties in a reasonably reversible way.

16. Legal Compliance, Sanctions, Export and Integrity

16.1. The user represents that it will use the Website and Platform in compliance with Brazilian,
U.S., European and other applicable laws, including rules on internet, data protection, privacy,
intellectual property, consumer protection, advertising, competition, anti-corruption, anti-money
laundering, economic sanctions, export controls, capital markets, securities, environment,
climate, human rights, indigenous peoples’ rights, traditional peoples and communities’ rights
and socio-environmental integrity.

16.2. The user may not access, use, export, re-export, transfer, make available, sell or provide any
Platform service, data, software, technology, output or content in violation of applicable
sanctions, embargoes, restricted party lists, export controls or trade restrictions, including OFAC,
BIS, ITAR/EAR, the European Union, the United Kingdom, the United Nations and Brazilian
authorities, as applicable.

16.3. The userrepresents thatitis not located in, organized under the laws of, controlled by, acting
on behalf of, and will not make the Platform available to, any person, entity, territory or government
subject to comprehensive sanctions, restricted lists or applicable legal prohibition, unless
expressly and validly authorized by the competent authority.



16.4. The user will not use the Platform to offer, promise, pay, request or receive undue advantage,
rig bids, manipulate markets, launder money, finance terrorism, circumvent environmental
compliance, conceal ownership of assets, violate third-party rights or carry out unlawful
transactions.

17. Government Users, Public Procurement and Regulators

17.1. Use by public entities, state-owned companies, international organizations, regulatory
agencies, oversight bodies, public universities or public officials may be subject to additional
public procurement, transparency, security, recordkeeping, freedom of information, conflicts of
interest, anti-corruption, public data, data sovereignty and external control rules.

17.2. Nothing in these Terms requires C2050 to accept governmental clauses, standard
procurement terms, public license conditions, open-source requirements, waivers of rights,
assignment of intellectual property, unlimited audits or additional obligations that have not been
expressly accepted by an authorized representative of C2050.

18. Disclaimer of Warranties

18.1. To the maximum extent permitted by law, the Website, Platform, content, data, maps,
outputs, reports, integrations, APIs, functionalities and services are provided “as is” and “as
available,” without any express or implied warranty of fitness for a particular purpose,
merchantability, non-infringement, accuracy, completeness, timeliness, availability, security,
compatibility, regulatory acceptance, economic return, eligibility, liquidity, price, performance,
environmental integrity or absence of errors.

18.2. C2050 does not warrant that the Platform will meet the user’s expectations, needs, internal
policies, investment criteria, audit criteria, certification criteria, registry requirements, regulatory
requirements or business objectives.

18.3. Nothing in these Terms limits rights that cannot be excluded or limited under applicable law.

19. Limitation of Liability

19.1. To the maximum extent permitted by law, C2050, its partners, officers, employees,
consultants, licensors, suppliers and partners will not be liable for indirect, incidental, special,
punitive, moral or reputational damages, loss of profits, loss of revenue, loss of business, loss of
opportunities, loss of data, loss of goodwill, business interruption, investment decisions, price
fluctuations, asset rejection, validation/verification failure, regulatory non-acceptance,
environmental claims, third-party sanctions or damages arising from incorrect, incomplete,
outdated data provided by users or third parties.

19.2. Except in cases of willful misconduct, fraud, intentional breach of confidentiality,
intellectual property infringement or cases where limitation is prohibited by law, C2050’s total
aggregate liability for any claims relating to the Website, Platform or these Terms will be limited to
the greater of: (a) the amounts actually paid by the user to C2050 for the specific service giving rise
to the claim during the 12 months preceding the event; or (b) BRL 100,000.00.



19.3. The limitations set out in this clause apply regardless of the legal theory invoked, including
contract, tort, negligence, strict liability, warranty, restitution, unjust enrichment or statutory
violation, even if C2050 has been advised of the possibility of such damage.

20. Indemnity

20.1. The user must indemnify, defend and hold harmless C2050, its partners, officers,
employees, consultants, licensors, suppliers and partners from and against losses, liabilities,
costs, expenses, damages, fines, penalties, claims, investigations and attorneys’ fees arising
from: (a) misuse of the Website or Platform; (b) breach of these Terms; (c) violation of law,
sanction, export control, privacy, intellectual property, confidentiality, third-party rights or
contract; (d) User Content; (e) environmental claims, disclosures, transactions, offerings, reports
or decisions based on misuse or unauthorized use of C2050 Content or Platform outputs.

21. Suspension, Termination and Effects

21.1. The user may stop using the Website and request account closure through the indicated
channels, without prejudice to pending obligations, amounts due, confidentiality duties, record
preservation, data retention, audits, limitations of liability, indemnities and other clauses that
should survive.

21.2. C2050 may suspend, limit or terminate access, accounts, APls, agreements or
functionalities, with or without prior notice where permitted by law, in case of breach of these
Terms, non-payment, security risk, fraud, abusive use, sanctions, authority order, legal
requirement, service discontinuation, technical impossibility, loss of third-party license, threat to
Platform integrity or material risk to C2050, its users or third parties.

21.3. After termination, C2050 may retain data, records, logs, agreements, evidence, content and
information for the period necessary to comply with law, defend rights, audit, prevent fraud,
ensure security, maintain backups and meet tax, regulatory, contractual and data protection
obligations, subject to the Privacy Policy.

22. Communications, Notices and Notice-and-Action

22.1. Communications to C2050 must be sent to c2050@c2050.com or the physical address Av.
Paulista, 2202, 7° Andar, Cj. 71, Sala 10-B, unless a specific channel is indicated on the Platform.

22.2. Notices of unlawful content, rights violations, misuse, security failures, intellectual property
infringement, misleading environmental claims or breach of these Terms must contain sufficient
information to identify the material, the grounds of the notice, the notifier’s contact details, a
good-faith statement and supporting documents.

22.3. Where required by applicable law, including in cases subject to the European Union Digital
Services Act, C2050 may provide a notice-and-action mechanism, handle notices diligently,
transparently and proportionally, preserve evidence, communicate decisions and allow
challenges, according to the service actually provided and C2050’s regulatory role.



23. Changes to the Terms

23.1. C2050 may amend these Terms to reflect legal, regulatory, commercial, technical, security,
licensing, functionality, business model, best practice or internal decision changes.

23.2. The current version will be made available on the Website or Platform. Continued use after
publication or communication of amendments, where applicable, constitutes acceptance of the
new version. If the user does not agree with material amendments, the user must stop use and,
where applicable, exercise termination rights set out in the specific agreement.

24. General Provisions

24.1. These Terms do not create any partnership, joint venture, mandate, representation, agency,
franchise, employment relationship, fiduciary duty or exclusivity between the user and C2050.

24.2. The user may not assign, transfer or delegate rights or obligations under these Terms without
C2050’s prior written authorization. C2050 may assign or transfer these Terms in connection with
corporate reorganization, merger, acquisition, asset sale, succession, financing, change of
control or similar transaction, subject to applicable law.

24.3. Tolerance or failure to exercise any right does not constitute waiver. If any provision is
deemed invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions will remain in effect and the affected
provision will be interpreted, limited or replaced to the maximum extent permitted to preserve its
economic and legal purpose.

24.4. Clauses on intellectual property, confidentiality, data protection, use restrictions,
disclaimers, limitation of liability, indemnity, compliance, governing law, forum and other
provisions that by their nature should survive will remain in effect after termination of access or
these Terms.

25. Governing Law, Venue and Language

25.1. These Terms are governed by the laws of the Federative Republic of Brazil, without prejudice
to rights, mandatory rules, data protection rules, consumer protection rules, intellectual property
rules, sanctions, export control and local laws that cannot be derogated under the user’s domicile
or the place where the service is provided.

25.2. The courts of the City of Sdo Paulo, State of Sdo Paulo, Brazil, are elected to resolve disputes
relating to these Terms, except where a mandatory jurisdiction is provided by applicable law or a
specific agreement.

25.3. These Terms are made available in Portuguese and English. In case of discrepancy, the
Portuguese version will prevail, unless a written agreement signed by C2050 expressly establishes
another interpretation rule.
